AMERICA TURNS 250 
Enjoy Yorktown events marking milestone year 

Nearly 250 years ago, peace 
negotiations at the the Battle of 
Yorktown ended the Revolutionary 
War and gave America its 
independence.  

The year 1774 was pivotal in American history—especially in Yorktown! To 
commemorate the 250th anniversary of the United States, Historic Yorktown—in 
collaboration with Virginia250—will be hosting several events throughout 2024. While 
some have passed, plenty are still coming. All events are FREE unless otherwise 
indicated. 

First up: If This Be Treason...: Dressing the Liberty Pole in 1774 on Oct. 10, an 
exploration of the origins of the Virginia Bill of Rights and our shared colonial 
history. 

On Oct. 18, join Major General Lafayette  portrayed by historian Mark Schneider 
for Lafayette' s Grand Tour 1824. This event marks the 200th anniversary of

Lafayette's return to America as "guest of the Nation," in which he visited all 24
states and all surviving presidents.

After that, celebrate Yorktown Day with a wreath-laying ceremony followed by a
patriotic parade down Main Street to commemorate the victory at the Siege of
Yorktown in 1781. Don't forget to visit the Yorktown Victory Market at Riverwalk
Landing before you leave!

Wrap up the month with 1774 Yorktown Tea Party: Colonial Costume & Dance
Workshop on Oct. 26.
